Mr. Šarkočević graduated from the University of Belgrade, Law Faculty, in 2006 

and went on to complete his two-year traineeship in a law firm. In 2008, he 

embarked on a career in public administration, starting in the Ministry of Public 

Administration and Local Self-Government, later renamed the Ministry of Human 

and Minority Rights, Public Administration and Local Self-Government and the 

Ministry of Justice and Public Administration.
